MISSION

The Crisis Intervention and Suicide Prevention Centre of BC is a volunteer-driven organization committed to helping people help themselves and others deal with crisis.
PURPOSE

The late Steve Cowan was a member of the Crisis Intervention and Suicide Prevention Centre of BC’s Board of Directors for six years and served as President from 2001 to 2003. Steve exemplified the Crisis Centre’s motto of “Here to listen. Here to help.” through his tireless work and dedication to helping people.

In tribute to his efforts, the Crisis Centre is offering the Steve Cowan Memorial Scholarship as a means to encourage and promote the attainment of higher educational goals for individuals who have demonstrated a positive commitment to helping their community. The award is to recognize and support individuals who have made a positive contribution to their school and/or local or global community.

If you are a youth living on the Lower Mainland or in the Sea-to-Sky Corridor who has made a difference in your community, we want to hear from you.
ELIGIBILITY

· Involvement in voluntary humanitarian work.

· Have demonstrated outstanding leadership and community service during the course of their studies.

· Currently in graduating year at a Lower Mainland or Sea-to-Sky Corridor high school, or graduated from a Lower Mainland or Sea-to-Sky Corridor high school in the last year.

· Entering first year of full-time studies leading to a post secondary diploma or degree at an accredited college, university or technical school.

· Possess the academic skills to successfully enter and complete a post secondary education.
· Canadian citizen or landed immigrant.
· Fulfill the requirements of the application package.
· Are not an employee or immediate family member of a Crisis Intervention & Suicide Prevention Centre of BC employee.
VALUE

The value of the award is $500, paid in one installment. The Crisis Centre may, if funding permits, also make two secondary prizes of $250 each available for runners-up.
HOW TO APPLY

In order to be considered for the Crisis Intervention & Suicide Prevention Centre of BC Steve Cowan Memorial Scholarship, students must submit an application form, two reference letters and an official transcript of the past two years of schooling.
SELECTION PROCESS
Crisis Intervention & Suicide Prevention Centre of BC Steve Cowan Memorial Scholarship recipients will be selected for their dedication to the humanitarian ideals and community service ideals of the Crisis Centre, their volunteer experience, community leadership and their participation in community service. 

Each application will be reviewed and finalists who appear to most closely meet the selection criteria will be chosen. Up to 10 finalists may be interviewed by a selection committee comprised of staff and volunteers from the Crisis Intervention & Suicide Prevention Centre of BC. 

Criteria

· Demonstrated commitment and service to community issues

· Record of participation in volunteer activities in school or in the community.

· Demonstrated capacity for leadership

· Letters of recommendation

· Evaluation of candidate’s essay and self assessment

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

STEP 1 – Electronic Application Form 
Candidates are asked to complete the application form electronically in the Word Document provided.
Please complete the application form in its entirety.

STEP 2 – Email the application form
Once the application form is completed, please save and email it to the Crisis Centre at info@crisiscentre.bc.ca 

STEP 3 – Mail the application package
Print a copy of your application form and send it by mail, along with the following documents mailed in one envelope:
a) Candidate’s School Reference

This person can be a teacher, principal, vice principal, or guidance counselor. It is recommended that you ask someone who knows you well and who can speak of your involvement in school activities. This person cannot be a relative.

Ask your reference to write you a one-page letter outlining your commitment and community service, participation in volunteer and extra curricular activities and your leadership potential.

The reference letter should be printed on school letterhead and signed by your reference. The letter should be sealed in an envelope and signed on the back flap. You are responsible for collecting the letter and including it with your application package. Unsigned letters will not be considered and the application will be deemed incomplete.

b) Candidate’s Community Reference

Select a person from your community. This person can be a community leader, volunteer supervisor, or someone holding a position of responsibility within a community organization. It is recommended that you ask someone who knows you well and who can speak of your involvement in community activities. This person cannot be a relative.

Ask your reference to write you a one-page letter outlining your commitment and community service, participation in volunteer activities and your leadership potential.

The reference letter should be printed on agency letterhead and signed by your reference. The letter should be sealed in an envelope and signed on the back flap. You are responsible for collecting the letter and including it with your application package. Unsigned letters will not be considered and the application will be deemed incomplete.

c) Candidate’s Academic Transcripts
Academic transcripts must be included for your previous year and the current year of high school showing courses completed. Transcripts must be original, with an official school stamp and signature. Photocopies will not be accepted. 

Submit only the materials requested.  Do not submit more than two reference letters.
